The mission of the Preservation Alliance 
of Minnesota is to preserve, protect, and 
promote Minnesota’s historic resources.  
The Alliance is Minnesota’s statewide 
nonprofit historic preservation advocacy 
and education organization committed to 
empowering local leaders with the tools 
needed to protect significant historic 
resources.

The Alliance is a 501(c)(3) nonprofit 
organization.  Formed in 1981 by citizens 
concerned with the long-term protection 
of historic places, the Alliance continues to 
be a grassroots membership organization 
providing advocacy and educational 
resources across the state of Minnesota.

Dear Fellow Preservationist:

The year 2007 will forever be marked in Minnesota 
preservation history as the year that some 2,000 
dedicated preservation professionals and volunteers 
from all over the country joined us for the National 
Preservation Conference. The success of the event was 
due in no small part to the commitment of the local 
organizing committee and the volunteers who worked to 
put our best foot forward to welcome our guests. A much 
smaller gathering in early 2007, however, has played 
a critical role in forming the strategy of the Alliance’s 
future. At a Saturday retreat, the Board of Directors and 
other preservation leaders met to form the organizational 
objectives for the coming years. The outcome resulted 
in three priorities: 1) increase in number and grow the 
strength of the Board of Directors, 2) increase our staff capacity, and 3) bring the Main 
Street program back to Minnesota. We are proud to have accomplished great strides in all 
three of these initiatives.

The Board welcomed seven new members in 2007, each offering unique perspectives, 
important skill-sets, and a strong commitment to historic preservation. The result is a 
refreshed and energized Board with a renewed capacity to capably guide the organization 
into the next decade. I urge you to learn more about all of our talented board members 
elsewhere in this report.

We are fortunate to have increased our staff. In addition to our Executive Director, Bonnie 
McDonald, we now have a full-time Administrative Assistant, Kelli Andre. Kelli has 
worked with us in a part-time capacity since 2006, and administered the National Trust 
scholarship program that enabled 100 Minnesotans to attend the National Conference. 
We are pleased to have Kelli on board as a full-time staff member as of 2008. With the 
assistance of a challenge grant from the National Trust, we hope to expand our staff 
once again by adding a Field Representative to provide technical assistance to statewide 
stakeholders. 

In August, the Alliance formed a task force that was commissioned to make a case 
statement for the a Main Street program in Minnesota, based on the National Main 
Street Center’s model, and to advise the Board on how best to establish such a program. 
Coordinated statewide Main Street programs place economic development and historic 
preservation hand in hand for proven outcomes for small-town revitalization. The Main 
Street Task Force is comprised of many talented people with a depth of experience in 
community design and revitalization, and a commitment to the process. We look forward 
to reintroducing the program to Minnesota.

It is the Board’s strong belief that the legacy of the 2007 National Preservation conference 
will result in a stronger and more effective Alliance to advocate for Minnesota’s historic 
places. Stay tuned and watch us grow!

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Information Requests
The Alliance answered more than 500 individual requests for information or assistance in 
2007.  These requests were in addition to the dozens of projects where the Alliance provided 
ongoing support.  Inquiry topics varied greatly, as many calls and e-mail requests are specific 
to a particular historic resource or community.  However, we found that a majority of 
requests fall into the following categories: funding; regulatory review; protection measures; 
preservation services providers; and advocacy advice.

Strategic, Localized Support
As a statewide organization, the Alliance serves both a broad stakeholder network and a 
geographically expansive area.  Our state is home to over 7,000 National Register properties 
in its 854 cities and 1,800 townships and countless unlisted historic properties.  We work 
to empower local citizens with needed resources to preserve these significant community 
resources.  In 2007, the Alliance provided some form of specific advocacy or educational 
support to 120 separate communities across the state.  Our Executive Director provided on-
site outreach services to 25 of these communities.  Please see the map in this Annual Report  
to view the range of our impact.

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Advocacy: Strategic Advocacy Support
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Ten Most Endangered Historic Places List

The Ten Most Endangered Historic Places List was launched in 1992 
as a means for the Alliance to highlight a growing list of endangered 
properties across the state.  The success of this tool prompted the 
Alliance to make the Ten Most an annual program in 1995, and has since 
designated more than 120 properties as worthy of a second chance.

The Ten Most Endangered List spotlights historic sites and buildings 
that face imminent danger through demolition, neglect or inappropriate 
public policy.  Through this program, the Alliance seeks to raise 
awareness for these properties and prompt favorable outcomes that can 
be achieved through restoration or creative reuse.  Now in its 14th year, 
the Alliance listed the following 10 properties in 2007:

The Ten Most Endangered Historic Minnesota Places List was 
announced at a press conference held on May 3, in the St. Anthony 
Falls Historic District.  As a result of increased media relations efforts, 
and providing local advocates with tailored press kits, this year’s 
list received widespread coverage.  Television coverage in the metro 
included a live interview for KARE-11, helicopter-flyovers of the Valley 
of St. Paul on FOX, and mentions on WCCO.  Print media across the 
state listed the Ten Most, from the statewide Star Tribune to the local 
Dodge County Independent.

Also new in 2007 was the redesign of the Ten Most Endangered 
traveling exhibit.  This exhibit, which consists of three banner stands 
and a literature rack, travels across the state throughout the year in 
support of the properties and to raise awareness of not only the selected 
10 properties, but of Minnesota’s historic resources in general.  We 
thank Kodet Architectural Group, Ltd. for sponsoring this exhibit and 
providing volunteer graphic design services.
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Advocacy: Strategic Advocacy Support (con’t)
Interior railing, Ely Community Center, Ely
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Designed by St. Paul architect William T. Towner in 1900, the Litchfield Opera House 
stands vacant in the historic core of the city.  But, not for long as the Greater Litchfield Opera 
House Association (GLOHA) took possession of the building from the City of Litchfield in 
January 2008.

This National Register of Historic Places property was used as an opera house until 1935 
and was then remodeled as the Litchfield Community Building.  Later, the City of Litchfield 
housed its administrative offices in the building.  The City left the building vacant for many 
years until its mold problems and underutilization led the City Council to vote to demolish 
the building in 2006.

The Alliance listed the structure twice on our Ten Most Endangered List (2003, 2007) to 
raise awareness about possible reuses for the building.  We worked closely with local leaders 
to raise the potential for an adaptive reuse solution.  A reuse team determined the structure 
was viable and its members formed GLOHA to implement their reuse team’s plan.  Local 
leaders credit the Alliance’s strategic advocacy support with their success in saving this 
historic property to once again be a centerpiece of community activity.

Ten Most Endangered Saved: Litchfield Opera House!
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State Rehabilitation Tax Credit
Once again in 2007, the Alliance led the effort to pass an historic structures rehabilitation 
tax credit at the Minnesota Legislature.  The year ended with both good and bad news from 
the Capitol regarding the credit.  The good news was that in the closing minutes of the 2007 
Session the Minnesota Legislature passed, within the Omnibus Tax Bill, a significant new 
historic preservation incentive that would help to preserve historic structures across the state.  
The legislature provided $3 million for a grant program for the preservation of historic structures.  
While detailed program criteria needed to be developed, the program’s general eligibility criteria 
paralleled the federal historic preservation tax credit program.  This grant program would have 
helped to preserve important historic structures in Minnesota and demonstrate the economic 
impacts of historic preservation in local communities and statewide.

Unfortunately, the bad news was Governor Tim Pawlenty’s veto of the Omnibus Tax Bill in 
its entirety.  Despite this setback, the momentum developed in 2007, broad support amongst 
legislators, and the success of establishing a preservation incentive program in the Tax Bill 
will be a sound starting point for the Alliance at the Capitol in 2008.

Main Street
At its 2007 strategic visioning session, the Alliance Board of Directors acted upon the 
recommendations of our members and stakeholders calling for the reestablishment of the 
statewide Main Street program.  The Alliance convened a task force of over 30 interested 
individuals and key partners in August, 2007, to assess the probability of reinstating 
Minnesota Main Street.  The Task Force is actively working to research the program’s history 
in Minnesota, to engage needed partners, and to determine the cost of the program before 
making its recommendations public in the summer of 2008.

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2007 National Preservation Conference, Twin Cities
From October 2 through 6, Minnesotans welcomed the National Preservation Conference 
to the Twin Cities.  This marked the National Trust for Historic Preservation’s first time 
hosting the national conference in Minnesota in the event’s 61-year history.  A total of 2,039 
preservationists from across the nation convened in the Twin Cities for a whirlwind week of 
intensive educational sessions, explorative field sessions, and entertaining events.

The arrival of the conference was the culmination of five years of local planning by dozens 
of preservation partners.  The Alliance was one such partner, participating in the planning 
from the initial bid process in 2002.  Our volunteers and staff participated in the fundraising 
efforts, organizing field sessions, and heading up the local public relations and marketing 
subcommittee.

During the conference, Alliance staff and board members hosted several events, educational, 
and field sessions.  With partners the Friends of Minnesota Barns and the National Barn 
Alliance, the Alliance organized the Farmsteads on the Fringe field session.  Both sold out 
sessions toured local farms in and around the Twin Cities area that have used a preservation 
solution to address development pressure.  The Alliance was also asked by the Trust to 
present on the topic of “Revitalizing a Preservation Organization,” to the Statewide and 
Local Partners.  The National Trust Advisors of the Northeast Regional Office also received 
a special tour, led by the Alliance, of recent past resources in downtown St. Paul as a sample 
of the Trust’s new Recent Past Initiative.

In conjunction with the conference, the Alliance hosted its Minnesota Preservation Awards 
on October 2 and the GLBT Reception on October 3.  Sponsored by David Heide Design, 
the GLBT Reception welcomed 160 conferees to St. Paul’s Raspberry Island Boat House.  
Event proceeds will be used to support Alliance programming and outreach.

The National Preservation Conference has afforded the Alliance the great opportunity to 
connect with preservationists across the state and the nation.  The training that our board 
and staff received while at the conference will be invaluable to the successful growth and 
development of our organization.

Management of NTHP Local Scholarship Program
The Alliance was presented with the unique opportunity to administer the National Trust’s 
local conference scholarship program to allow Minnesotans to attend the 2007 National 
Preservation Conference.  Administered by Kelli Andre through the Alliance’s office, the 
program was targeted to increase conference attendance by Minnesotans of diverse cultural 
backgrounds and those living in greater Minnesota (outside the Twin Cities metro area).  In 
total, 114 people applied for and 99 were awarded scholarship funding to attend the five-
day conference.  Recipients included 17 heritage preservation commissioners, nine were 
people of culturally diverse backgrounds and 40 people hailed from greater Minnesota. The 
scholarship program allowed the Alliance to further expand its outreach and to develop 
lasting relationships with preservation-minded individuals throughout Minnesota.

Outreach: Capacity Building
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The Minnesota Preservationist
Under the leadership of the Communications Committee, the Alliance successfully redesigned 
our magazine, The Minnesota Preservationist, to better suit the needs of our members.  This 
bimonthly publication, which is an Alliance member benefit, is now arranged in a topical 
format with each issue covering a current preservation topic or issue in-depth.  Topics covered 
in 2007 included sacred places, tax- and grant-based financial incentives, heritage tourism, 
rural stewardship, and the legal framework for preservation in Minnesota.

Also new this year was the addition of special inserts in the May/June and November/
December issues of The Minnesota Preservationist.  The May/June issue included an 
insert featuring the 2007 Ten Most Endangered Historic Places List and the Minnesota 
Preservation Awards was a special insert feature in the November/December issue.  The 
Alliance would like to send a special thanks to Chris Evans of Drumminhands Design for 
his creativity and tireless work of providing layout design for The Minnesota Preservationist, 
our featured inserts, and the 2007 Annual Report.

Minnesota Modernism Map
Minnesota has a rich legacy of modernist architectural design, with structures by nationally 
renowned designers like Minoru Yamasaki, Marcel Breuer, and Phillip Johnson, and 
local stars like Hammel, Green and Abrahamson, Ellerbe Associates, and Ralph Rapson.  
Progressing from its 2006 symposium, “The Future of the Modern Past,” the Alliance 
received a $3,000 grant from the National Trust for Historic Preservation to continue our 
work in this area.  Volunteer Nancy A. Miller, Ph.D., created Minnesota Modernism, a self-
guided map highlighting both high-style and vernacular examples of modernism across our 
state.  This map is considered just the beginning of a larger initiative to educate the public 
about the value of our recent past resources.

Minnesota Modernism has been made possible by the generous support of the National Trust 
for Historic Preservation, AIA St. Paul, AIA Minneapolis, and the University of Minnesota 
College of Design.  Our thanks would not be complete without recognizing Nancy Miller’s 
generous volunteer time.

Outreach: Communications

Featured in Minnesota Modernism, Ralph Rapson’s Southeast Library, Minneapolis
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Welcoming Kelli Andre, Full-Time Administrative Assistant
Staffing levels are crucial to the Alliance’s ability to meet its mission to provide strategic 
advocacy and education services to our stakeholders.  In October of 2006, the Alliance 
determined that it had the financial capacity to support a part-time Administrative Assistant 
and hired intern Kelli Andre to fill that position.  The Alliance was approached by Minnesota 
Landmarks and the National Trust for Historic Preservation in the spring of 2007 to manage 
the local scholarship program for the National Preservation Conference in the Twin Cities.  
Managing this program allowed Kelli to go full-time, a staffing level that the Alliance will 
sustain in 2008.

Membership growth and retention
Since its founding in 1981, the Alliance has been supported by a strong financial foundation 
of its members.  Membership provided almost 20% of the Alliance’s operating income in 
2007 and since 2005, membership income has increased by 41%.  Our support base is also 
diversifying as our outreach efforts increase.  Of our 541 paid memberships, with over ¼ of 
those representing multiple members, 60% are located in the Twin Cities metropolitan area 
and 40% in greater Minnesota.

Banking on Preservation— 
Celebrating the Reopening of the F&M Bank
The Alliance helped to celebrate the rebirth of the historic Farmers & Mechanics Bank 
in Minneapolis as its inaugural special event.  Reopened as the Westin Minneapolis, this 
signature hotel was the place to be as the building reopened after many shuttered years.  
This highly successful event drew almost 200 attendees, including Minneapolis Mayor R.T. 
Rybak, and raised over $11,000 to support the Alliance’s mission-driven services.  Building 
tours provided by historical consultants Hess Roise, a silent auction, and the first taste of the 
Executive Chef ’s creations were just some of the evening’s highlights.

Milwaukee Avenue Home Tour
On a sunny Sunday afternoon in September, Minneapolis’ Milwaukee Avenue Historic 
District bustled with activity.  For the first time in over three decades, the small workers’ 
cottages lining Milwaukee Avenue were on tour, hosted by the Alliance and the Seward 
Neighborhood Group.  An astonishing 776 attendees toured seven homes, generously 
donated for the day by their owners.  Robert Roscoe of Design for Preservation, the leading 
preservationist who nominated the Avenue to the National Register of Historic Places in 
1974, was on hand giving tours featuring the neighborhood’s unique preservation story.

The Minnesota Preservation Awards marked its 23rd anniversary with 
a grand celebration held in conjunction with the National Preservation 
Conference.  St. Paul’s beautiful Landmark Center hosted a full-house of 
260 attendees celebrating the effort of 15 exemplary award winners.  Awards 
were presented to projects that demonstrated exceptional contributions 
to preservation in eight different categories.  Minnesota’s preservation 
community was saddened to lose Charlie Nelson in January, 2007, a person 
who was at the forefront of our state’s preservation movement as the State 
Historical Architect.  At the time of his passing, Charlie was serving as 
an Alliance board member.  In his honor, the Alliance honored Charlie’s 
memory by awarding its inaugural Charles Nelson Award for Excellence in 
Historic Preservation.

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The Alliance’s 2007 fiscal year began on January 1 and ended December 31.  Our operational 
income increased by 25% from the previous fiscal year, with increases in the areas of 
membership, programming, individual contributions, and donations toward our state tax 
credit advocacy effort.  During fiscal year 2007, the Alliance’s expenses increased by 48% 
as the Board of Directors approved reinvesting a larger percentage of income into expanded 
services.  Expense areas that experienced growth included the production of our magazine, 
increased outreach travel expenditures, the addition of a full-time Administrative Assistant, 
and the corresponding rent increase from added office space.  The Alliance ended the last three 
fiscal years with net income surpluses and has invested these proceeds as an operational reserve.
