be a part of the Preservation Alliance of
Minnesota and I look forward to working
with and getting to know as many of you as
possible. As this is my first issue at the helm,
I decided it would be a worthwhile endeavor
to flip through the archives of The Minnesota
Preservationist, not just to see what I was
up against, but to prepare myself for future
issues. I thoroughly enjoyed seeing not just
how broad the reach of the Preservation
Alliance is, but how multifaceted the field
of preservation truly is.

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A Quick Introduction to

Legacy Funds

‘ N T hen Minnesota voters passed the Clean Water, Land

and Legacy Amendment on November 4, 2008,
the state legislature created the Arts and Cultural Heritage
Fund, a portion of which was appropriated to the Minnesota
Historical Society for history-related projects around the
state, The initiative of particular interest to preservationists
is the Statewide Historical and Cultural Grants program,
with a pool of $6.75 million to be awarded in the 2010-11
biennium. This money was envisioned first and foremost for
“projects of enduring value for the cause of history and historic

preservation.”

The passage of the amendment increased the Minnesota sales tax
by three-eighths of one percent. All funds from the increase were
dedicated for the benefit for all Minnesotans: one-third for an
outdoor heritage fund, to restore, protect, and enhance wetlands,
prairies, forests, and habitat for fish, game, and wildlife; one-third
in a clean water fund and may be spent only to protect, enhance,
and restore water quality in lakes, rivers, and streams and to
protect groundwater from degradation; 14.25 percent dedicated
to a parks and trails fund for places of regional or statewide

significance; and 19.75 percent dedicated to the arts and cultural

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heritage fund, to be spent on arts, arts education, and arts access

and to preserve Minnesota’s history and cultural heritage.

The Statewide Historical and Cultural Grants were not created
out of mid-air; they were born of meetings held across Minnesota;
representatives of statewide, county and local history organizations
gathered together to mold this program in ways that would best
benefit history. The unique shape of the Statewide Historical and
Cultural Grants has allowed them to serve the smallest and largest
of historical organizations equally and promote the best projects
to move forward. Grants fall into three funding levels: Fast Track
and Structured (up to $7,000), Mid-Size ($7,001-$50,000), and
Large ($50,001 and up).

The statewide reaction to the availability of the funds has been
at times overwhelming. In this case that is a positive because our
experience and the end result of the first biennium will ultimately
influence any potential ongoing funding for the program. Some
projects that were considered to be impossible to complete due to
the lack of funding have been given a second chance through the
Statewide Historical and Cultural Grants. Britta Bloomberg,
deputy state historic preservation officer, said that “from creating

exhibits to publishing books and preserving historic properties
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listed on the National Register of Historic Places, we are excited
about the impact these grants will have on the future of our state’s

historic and cultural resources.”

As we come to a close on the last application period for Legacy
Funds this year we should thank everyone who has applied; you are
furthering historic preservation through your efforts and making us
look good in the process. So thank you and get your projects ready

for the next run.
